The Board of Directors (“Board”) of your Company is pleased to present the Sixty Ninth Annual Report of 
ELANTAS Beck India Limited (“Company) and the Audited Financial Statements for the financial year 
ended 31�� December, 2024 (“year under review” or “year” or “FY24”).

Financial Results:     

Your Company’s financial performance for the financial year ended 31�� December,2024 is summarized 
below:

Performance 

Your Company's revenue from opera�ons posted a growth of 10.09%, amoun�ng to `74,851.31 Lakhs 
for the year ended 31�� December, 2024, as compared to ̀ 67,989 Lakhs in the previous year. In terms of 
sales quan�ty, there was an increase of 10.74% as compared to previous year. The profit before tax 
stood at `18,345.03 Lakhs, compared to the previous year of `18,362.24 Lakhs. Similarly, the profit 
a�er tax for the year ended 31�� December, 2024, (including Comprehensive Income) stood at 
`13,908.91 Lakhs, reflec�ng a growth of 1.26% as compared to `13,735.77 Lakhs in the previous year. 
Your Company’s performance has been discussed in detail in the ‘Management Discussion and Analysis 
Report’.

Key Business Developments  

• During the year under review, as a part of your Company’s future expansion plans and new 
projects and based on in-principle approval received from Board of Directors at its mee�ng held 
on 7�� May 2024,  your Company executed a “Deed of Conveyance” for the purchase of 30 acres 
of vacant and unu�lized land, located at Payal Industrial Park, Village: Pakhajan, Taluka: Vagra, 
District: Bharuch, Gujarat, for a total considera�on of ₹ 5,658 Lakhs (inclusive of stamp duty and 
charges). The funding for the said purchase has been sourced from the Company’s internal 
accruals. Your Company is in process of establishing a new manufacturing facility in Taluka – 
Vagra, Dist. Bharuch, Gujarat and aimed at synergizing, expanding, and realigning the 
Company’s manufacturing opera�ons in prepara�on for growth opportuni�es within India.

This acquisi�on 
enabled your Company more tailored solu�ons and enhanced technology offerings in the resin 
and tapes product business sector resulted in a higher contribu�on from the Electrical 
Insula�on Business.

Industry Structure and Developments

In 2024, ELANTAS Beck India Limited (“Company / EBIL”) con�nued its progress towards record 

milestones, focusing on strengthening presence and growing share in tradi�onal markets such as the 

electrical segment, while also developing new applica�ons in emerging markets such as electronics.  

This is despite the challenges faced through unprecedented cost increases and related availability 

concerns with certain raw materials, coupled with con�nued conflicts in Russia-Ukraine and the Middle 

East, which disrupted supply chains. Your Company con�nued to remain steadfast in its efforts to 

ensure supply con�nuity for customers while minimizing cost impacts. 

By con�nuing to build a be�er understanding of the market, your Company’s teams managed the 

vola�le demand and cost situa�on through effec�ve price-volume management to maximize value 

crea�on for your Company and the industry. 

Strategic investments in new product development and addi�onal manufacturing assets allowed your 

Company to posi�on its products to meet the demands of emerging applica�ons. Repor�ng a record 

revenue of ̀ 74,851.31 Lakhs, a 10% increase compared to 2023, with a margin of ̀ 23,632 Lakhs, up by 

6% over 2023, your Company achieved its highest-ever sales. Focused on developing innova�ve 

solu�ons to address evolving industry trends, your Company con�nued to grow despite the 

aforemen�oned challenges through the year.

To bolster its market posi�on, during the year under review, your Company also successfully integrated 

Von Roll India’s assets and customer rela�onships pertaining to the resins and tapes product segments, 

to cohesively deliver value to its customers and the industry. Your Company’s team remains commi�ed 

to an�cipa�ng industry requirements and delivering value-added products through its technology 

leadership and local manufacturing capabili�es. 

Segment wise Performance   

Electrical Insula�on Business  

The Electrical Insula�on Business comprising of Wire Enamels (WE) and Secondary Insula�on (Low 

Voltage, LV and High Voltage, HV) products account for approximately 84% of your Company’s sales 

revenue and cons�tutes the core business of your Company.

 • Wire Enamel business primarily caters to Magnet Wire manufacturers, whose end customer 

base span the Home Appliances, Transformers, automo�ve and Industrial Segments. 

Secondary Insula�on products like Varnishes find applica�on in Rota�ng Machines used in 

Home Appliances, Automo�ve Components, Industrial Motors, Generators and 

Transformers apart from the Repair and Refurbishment industry.

 • 2024 focused on maximizing value through volume growth, by managing price in line with the 

raw material cost.

 • Business exhibited a typical volume cycle with a slow Q3, and with volume growth across the 

remaining quarters. The overall industry indicated a slightly subdued demand in the second 

half of the year, compared the first half.
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 • As men�oned above, the successful integra�on of Von Roll India’s assets and customer 
rela�onships pertaining to the resins and tapes product segments resulted in a higher 
contribu�on from the Electrical Insula�on Business.

Your Company con�nued its focus on expanding its product basket in line with the industry expecta�ons 
and sustained its growth in the value-added segments.

Your Company con�nues to focus on the trends in the market to sustain and grow its business in the 
coming period driven by - 

 • Increased demand in the automo�ve segment and growth in the EV applica�ons.

 • Investment in infrastructure from Government to materialize in Power transmission which 
would drive the growth of Transformer segment.

 • Expected improvement in the demand for rota�ng machine segment especially in 
consump�on of energy efficient motors.

 • Government ini�a�ves around smart ci�es, Power sector, Sustainable energies & 
Infrastructure investments, EV charging infrastructure.

Electronic & Engineering Materials  

Electronic & Engineering Materials business comprises of Electronic resins and compounds (EC), 
hardeners and Engineering Materials (EM) and accounts for approximately 16% of your Company's 
sales revenue.

The EC Business has specialty products in Electronics, Auto Electricals, Filters & High Voltage Capacitors 
applica�on, in addi�on to emerging opportuni�es in E Mobility. The sustained focus on new product 
and applica�on developments in the electronics segment along with a focus on improved engagement 
with the stakeholders helped your Company to sustain business with maximized profitability amidst 
slow growth and pricing pressures in the market.

The EM business has products for Industrial Flooring, Exterior Coa�ng, Structural Repairs, Sealants and 
Adhesives. Your Company focused on improved business efficiency to maximize profitability, with 
strong ini�al trac�on on new, value-added product introduc�ons focused on emerging segments, which 
will help this business to grow its volume and value in this segment.

Your Company’s focus on these business lines over the last years has yielded results via new product 
introduc�ons, new projects and customer addi�ons. In the current year your Company is an�cipa�ng 
that this business will sustain and grow with the revival in the industry.

Your Company con�nues its focus on engaging with the key stakeholders in the market and along with 
its research & development, value addi�on and technical support. This combined with your Company’s 
investment in addi�onal manufacturing capacity makes it well posi�oned to ensure customer 
expecta�ons are fulfilled.

Current and Future Outlook 

Manufacturing growth in India remains predominantly influenced by domes�c consump�on and 
investment trends.

Your Company an�cipates that demand for its products will align with the overall economic growth 
trajectory. 
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Several factors will shape your Company’s future prospects: 

 • The pace of Industrial produc�on growth in India, fueling further electrifica�on and reach. 

 • Con�nued growth in the EV segment.

Company Performance: 

The Accoun�ng treatment of your Company in the prepara�on of financial statements is in consonance 
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with the Indian Accoun�ng Standards 2015(Ind AS) as amended and there is no devia�on in the 
accoun�ng treatment, different from the said Ind AS.

During the year under review, summary of your Company’s financial and opera�onal performance as 
follows:

 • Increased EHS of our processes by conduc�ng various Safety Audits & Risk Assessments and 
there a�er implementa�on of recommenda�ons.  

 • Implementa�on of various Opera�onal excellence Projects through several lean 
management tools i.e Lean six sigma, Kaizens & 5S etc.

All the above measures undertaken have enabled the way in achieving more efficient manufacturing 
capabili�es and to meet the increased market demands for new and exis�ng products. Focused 
Preven�ve Maintenance, management systems, Spare parts management, helped manufacturing sites 
achieve improved reliability and efficiency.

Some major projects undertaken during the year 2024: 

 • New Finished Goods (“FG”) warehouse at Ankleshwar, Gujarat Plant has become opera�onal 
from Aug’24 onwards a�er taking into account all safety measures, efficient material 
handling system including provision for genera�on of renewable energy to ensure improved 
sustainability. This new FG warehouse is 'Green Building' based on 100% on green energy. 

 • Scrubber system for vent gases is installed at Pimpri & Ankleshwar plants which has resulted 
in further improvements in VOC & zero emission. 

Projects undertaken / in pipeline for the year 2025:

 • Major upgrada�on of DCS room & so�ware with latest version of opera�ng system & IT 
securi�es.  

 • Energy conserva�on is ongoing process through various measures like installa�ons of VFDs 
for cooling tower motors, replacement of energy efficient motors elimina�on of motors 
where it is not required etc. Ideas are generated through mul�ple brainstorming sessions of 
employees and by hiring of external experts. 

 • Augmenta�on of solvent recovery plant to take care of increase capacity of wire enamel 
produc�on lines etc. Capacity of the solvent recovery will be doubled a�er this expansion. 

 • New auto packing lines to improve the packaging cycle and avoid mistake.

Your Company believes that its leadership in the electrical insula�ons industry is an outcome of its long-
standing reputa�on and rela�onship with customers along with product quality and the necessary 
technical services of high standards. Such a reputa�on has been built over many decades of sa�sfied 
customers and your Company works hard to maintain it even today through technological leadership, 
understanding the technical needs of the customers, as well as by educa�ng the customers on 
technological upgrada�ons of our products and thereby crea�ng value for them. This support, over a 
period, has helped our reputa�on as a consistent and preferred supplier to our sa�sfied customers. 
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Your Company con�nuously endeavors to maintain its leadership posi�on and technological superiority 
by con�nuously focusing on opera�onal excellence and cost effec�veness, a fact highlighted by a few 
examples as men�oned below:

 • Iden�fying the market requirements by close co-ordina�on with our Marke�ng & Technology 
Department as well as developing and launching new cost-effec�ve products. 

 • Con�nuing the business excellence culture across the organiza�on by con�nuously 
iden�fying new projects under “Altana X” a Global programme devised on Lean Six sigma 
techniques, for opera�onal excellence.   

 • Reduc�on in customer complaints over the past years and thus sales returns, if any, due to 
quality issues are prac�cally negligible.

Corporate Informa�on:

Elantas Beck India Limited (the “Company”) is a public limited Company domiciled in India and was 
incorporated on March 15, 1956 under the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956. It is listed on the 
Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE). The Company is a subsidiary of Elantas GmbH, based in Germany. Elantas 
GmbH is part of Altana Group whose Ul�mate Holding Company is SKion GmbH. The registered office of 
the Company is situated at 147, Mumbai-Pune Road, Pimpri, Pune, Maharashtra - 411 018.

The Company manufactures a wide range of specialty chemicals for electrical insula�on and 
construc�on industries. It has manufacturing plants at Pimpri and Ankleshwar in India.

1. Material accoun�ng policies: 

 This note provides a list of the material accoun�ng policies adopted in the prepara�on of these 
financial statements. These policies have been consistently applied to all the years presented, 
unless otherwise stated.

(a) Basis of prepara�on

 (i) Compliance with Ind AS

  The financial statements comply in all material aspects with Indian Accoun�ng Standards (Ind 
AS) no�fied under sec�on 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the “Act”) [Companies (Indian 
Accoun�ng Standards) Rules, 2015] and other relevant provisions of the Act.

  The Board of Directors have authorized these financial statements for issue on February 18, 
2025.

 (ii) Historical cost conven�on

  The financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for the 
following:

  a. Certain financial assets and liabili�es which are measured at fair value;

  b. Defined benefit plans - plan assets measured at fair value.

  The financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees in Lakhs, except when otherwise 
indicated.

 (iii) Current/ Non-current classifica�on

  All assets and liabili�es have been classified as current or non-current as per the Company’s 
opera�ng cycle and other criteria set out in the Schedule III of the Companies Act, 2013. 
Based on the nature of products and the �me between the acquisi�on of assets for 
processing and their realiza�on in cash and cash equivalents, the Company has ascertained 
its opera�ng cycle as 12 months for the purpose of current and non-current classifica�on of 
assets and liabili�es.

(b) Revenue recogni�on

 The Company manufactures a wide range of specialty chemicals for electrical insula�on and 
construc�on industries, which includes Primary Insula�on, Secondary Insula�on and Electronic & 
Engineering Materials.

 (i) Revenue from contracts with customers

  Revenue is recognized when a customer obtains control of a promised good or service and 
thus has the ability to direct the use and obtain the benefits from the good or service in an 
amount that reflects the considera�on to which the en�ty expects to be en�tled in exchange 
for those goods and services. 
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  Revenue recogni�on policy

  Revenue is recognised at point in �me when control of goods is transferred to the customer - 
based on delivery terms, payment terms, customer acceptance and other indicators of 
control as men�oned above; at an amount that reflects the considera�on which the 
Company expects to be en�tled in exchange for those goods.  

  The five-step process that is applied before revenue can be recognised:

  (i) iden�fy contracts with customers;

  (ii) iden�fy the separate performance obliga�on;

  (iii) determine the transac�on price of the contract;

  (iv) allocate the transac�on price to each of the separate performance obliga�ons, and

  (v) recognise the revenue as each performance obliga�on is sa�sfied.

  The �ming of when the Company transfers the goods may differ from the �ming of the 
customer’s payment. Amounts disclosed as revenue are net of returns, trade allowances, 
rebates, taxes and amounts collected on behalf of third par�es such as Goods and Services 
Tax (GST).

  The Company does not expect to have any contracts where the period between the transfer 
of goods or services to the customer and payment by the customer exceeds one year. As a 
consequence, the Company does not adjust any of the transac�on prices for the �me value of 
money.

 (ii) Export incen�ves     

  Export incen�ves are accounted for in the year of export of goods, if the en�tlements can be 
es�mated with reasonable accuracy and condi�ons precedent to claim are reasonably 
expected to be fulfilled.

(c) Property, plant and equipment

 Freehold land and Capital work in progress are carried at historical costs. All other items of 
property, plant and equipment are stated at historical cost, net of accumulated deprecia�on and 
accumulated impairment losses, if any. Such historical cost includes the cost of replacing part of 
the property, plant and equipment and borrowing costs if the recogni�on criteria are met. No 
decommissioning liabili�es are expected or be incurred on the assets of plant and equipment. 

 Expenditure directly rela�ng to construc�on ac�vity is capitalised. Indirect expenditure incurred 
during construc�on period is capitalised as part of the construc�on costs to the extent the 
expenditure can be a�ributable to construc�on ac�vity or is incidental there to. 

 Subsequent costs are included in the asset's carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset, as 
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will 
flow to the Company and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of any 
component accounted for as a separate asset is derecognized when replaced. All other repairs and 
maintenance are charged to profit or loss during the repor�ng period in which they are incurred.

 Deprecia�on methods, es�mated useful lives and residual value        

 Deprecia�on on property, plant and equipment is provided on straight line method to allocate the 
cost of the assets, net of their residual values, over their es�mated useful lives as follows. 
Deprecia�on commences when the assets are ready for their intended use.
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 The Company, based on technical assessments made by technical experts and management 
es�mates, depreciates the certain items of property, plant and equipment over es�mated useful 
lives which are different from the useful life prescribed in Schedule II to the Companies Act, 2013. 
The management believes that these es�mated useful lives are realis�c and reflect fair 
approxima�on of the period over which the assets are likely to be used. Table below provide the 
details of the useful lives followed by the management and useful lives prescribed under Schedule 
II of the Companies Act, 2013:

 The leasehold improvements and property, plant and equipment acquired under leases is 
depreciated over the asset’s useful life or over the shorter of the asset’s useful life and the lease 
term, unless the en�ty expects to use the assets beyond the lease term.

 An item of property, plant and equipment and any significant part ini�ally recognised is 
derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use or 
disposal. Any gain or loss arising on derecogni�on of the asset (calculated as the difference 
between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is included in the 
statement of profit or loss when the asset is derecognised. 

 The asset’s residual values and useful lives are reviewed and adjusted if appropriate, at the end of 
the repor�ng period. An asset's carrying amount is wri�en down immediately to its recoverable 
amount if the asset's carrying amount is greater than its es�mated recoverable amount.

 Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with carrying amount. These 
are included in profit or loss within other income/ other expenses respec�vely.

(d) Investment proper�es

 Investment proper�es (held to earn rentals or for capital apprecia�on or both) are stated in the 
balance sheet at cost, less any subsequent accumulated deprecia�on and subsequent 
accumulated impairment losses. Transfer to, or from, investment property is done at the carrying 
amount of the property.Subsequent expenditure is capitalized to the asset’s carrying amount only 
when it is probable that the future economic benefits associated with the expenditure will flow to 
the company and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. All other repairs and maintenance 
costs are expensed when incurred. When part of an investment property is replaced, the carrying 
amount of the replaced part is derecognized.

(e) Intangible assets 

 Intangible assets are recognised when it is probable that the future economic benefits that are 
a�ributable to the assets will flow to the Company and the cost of the asset can be measured 
reliably.

 Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on ini�al recogni�on at cost. Following ini�al 
recogni�on, intangible assets are carried at cost less accumulated amor�sa�on and accumulated 
impairment losses. Internally generated intangible assets, excluding capitalised development 
costs, are not capitalised and the expenditure is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss in 
the period in which the expenditure is incurred.

 Intangible assets with finite lives are amor�sed over their useful economic lives and assessed for 
impairment whenever there is an indica�on that the intangible asset may be impaired. The 
amor�sa�on period and the amor�sa�on method for an intangible asset with a finite useful life 
are reviewed at least at the end of each repor�ng period. Changes in the expected useful life or the 
expected pa�ern of consump�on of future economic benefits embodied in the asset are 
considered to modify the amor�sa�on period or method, as appropriate, and are treated as 
changes in accoun�ng es�mates. The amor�sa�on expense on intangible assets with finite lives is 
recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

 Research costs are expensed as incurred.

 Technical Know-how, Customer Rela�onships and Non-Compete Rights acquired in a business 
combina�on/assets acquisi�on are recognised at fair value at the acquisi�on date. They have a 
finite useful life and are subsequently carried at cost less accumulated amor�za�on.

 Gains or losses arising from the re�rement or disposal of an intangible asset are determined as the 
difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and 
recognized as income or expense in the profit or loss.

 The amor�sa�on period and the amor�sa�on method are reviewed at least at each financial year 
end.

   • Fair value through other comprehensive income (FVOCI): Assets that are held for 
collec�on of contractual cash flows and for selling the financial assets, where the 
assets’ cash flows represent solely payments of principal and interest, are 
measured at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVOCI). Foreign 
exchange gains and losses and impairment expenses are presented as separate 
lines item in the financial statements.

   • Fair value through profit or loss: Assets that do not meet the criteria for amor�sed 
cost or FVOCI are measured at fair value through profit or loss. A gain or loss on a 
financial assets that is subsequently measured at fair value through profit or loss is 
recognised in profit or loss and presented net in the statement of profit and loss 
within other gains/(losses) in the period in which it arises. Interest income from 
these financial assets is included in other income.

  (iii) Impairment of financial assets

   The Company assesses on a forward looking basis the expected credit losses associated 
with its assets carried at amor�zed cost. The impairment methodology applied depends 
on whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk. Refer note 38 for details of 
how the company determines whether there has been a significant increase in credit 
risk.
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   For trade receivables, the Company applies the simplified approach permi�ed by Ind AS 
109 Financial Instruments, which requires expected life�me losses to be recognized 
from ini�al recogni�on of the receivables.

   In accordance with Ind AS 109, the Company applies expected credit loss (ECL) model for 
measurement and recogni�on of impairment loss on the following financial assets. The 
Company follows ‘simplified approach’ for recogni�on of impairment loss allowance on:

   • Trade receivables and

   • All lease receivables resul�ng from transac�ons within the scope of Ind AS 116

   The applica�on of simplified approach does not require the Company to track changes in 
credit risk. Rather, it recognises impairment loss allowance based on life�me ECLs at 
each repor�ng date, right from its ini�al recogni�on. The company has used a prac�cal 
expedient by compu�ng the expected credit loss allowance for trade receivables based 
on provision matrix. The provision matrix takes into account historical credit loss 
experience and adjusted for forward looking informa�on.

   The Company does not have any purchased or originated credit-impaired (POCI) 
financial assets, i.e., financial assets which are credit impaired on purchase/ origina�on.

  (iv) Derecogni�on of financial assets

   A financial asset is derecognized only when 

   • The Company has transferred the rights to receive cash flows from the financial 
asset or

   • retains the contractual rights to receive the cash flows of the financial asset, but 
assumes a contractual obliga�on to pay the cash flows to one or more recipients.

   Where the en�ty has transferred an asset, the company evaluates whether it has 
transferred substan�ally all risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset. In such 
cases, the financial asset is derecognized. Where the en�ty has not transferred 
substan�ally all risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset, the financial asset 
is not derecognized. 

   Where the en�ty has neither transferred a financial asset nor retains substan�ally all 
risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset, the financial asset is derecognized 
if the Company has not retained control of the financial asset. Where the Company 
retains control of the financial asset, the asset is con�nued to be recognized to the 
extent of con�nuing involvement in the financial asset.

  (v) Reclassifica�on of financial assets

   The Company determines classifica�on of financial assets and liabili�es on ini�al 
recogni�on. A�er ini�al recogni�on, no reclassifica�on is made for financial assets 
which are equity instruments and financial liabili�es. For financial assets which are debt 
instruments, a reclassifica�on is made only if there is a change in the business model for 
managing those assets. Changes to the business model are expected to be infrequent. 
The Company’s senior management determines change in the business model as a 
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result of external or internal changes which are significant to the Company’s opera�ons. 
Such changes are evident to external par�es. A change in the business model occurs 
when the Company either begins or ceases to perform an ac�vity that is significant to its 
opera�ons. If the Company reclassifies financial assets, it applies the reclassifica�on 
prospec�vely from the reclassifica�on date which is the first day of the immediately next 
repor�ng period following the change in business model. The Company does not restate 
any previously recognised gains, losses (including impairment gains or losses) or interest

  (vi)  Income recogni�on

   Dividend income from investments is recognized when the right to receive payment is 
established.

   Interest income is recognized on a �me propor�on basis taking into account the amount 
outstanding and the rate applicable.

 (g) Taxa�on

  The income tax expense or credit for the period is the tax payable on the current period's 
taxable income based on the applicable income tax rate adjusted by changes in deferred tax 
assets and liabili�es a�ributable to temporary differences and to unused tax losses.

  Current Tax

  The current income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the tax laws enacted or 
substan�vely enacted at the end of the repor�ng period. Management periodically evaluates 
posi�ons taken in tax returns with respect to situa�ons in which applicable tax regula�on is 
subject to interpreta�on. It establishes provisions where appropriate on the basis of amounts 
expected to be paid to the tax authori�es.

  Deferred tax

  Deferred income tax is provided in full, using the liability method, on temporary differences 
arising between the tax bases of assets and liabili�es and their carrying amounts in the 
financial statements. Deferred income tax is also not accounted for if it arises from ini�al 
recogni�on of an asset or liability in a transac�on other than a business combina�on that at 
the �me of the transac�on affects neither accoun�ng profit nor taxable profit (tax loss). 
Deferred income tax is determined using tax rates (and laws) that have been enacted or 
substan�ally enacted by the end of the repor�ng period and are expected to apply when the 
related deferred income tax asset is realized or the deferred income tax liability is se�led.

  Deferred tax assets are recognized for all deduc�ble temporary differences and unused tax 
losses only if it is probable that future taxable amounts will be available to u�lize those 
temporary differences and losses.

  Deferred tax assets and liabili�es are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to offset 
current tax assets and liabili�es and when the deferred tax balances relate to the same 
taxa�on authority. Current tax assets and tax liabili�es are offset where the en�ty has a legally 
enforceable right to offset and intends either to se�le on a net basis, or to realize the asset 
and se�le the liability simultaneously.
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  The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each repor�ng date and reduced to 
the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow 
all or part of the deferred tax asset to be u�lised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are re-
assessed at each repor�ng date and are recognised to the extent that it has become probable 
that future taxable profits will allow the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

  Current and deferred tax is recognized in profit or loss, except to the extent that it relates to 
items recognized in other comprehensive income or directly in equity. In this case, the tax is 
also recognized in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, respec�vely.

 (h) Trade receivables

  Trade receivables are amounts due from customers for goods sold in the ordinary course of 
business. Trade receivables are recognised ini�ally at the amount of considera�on that is 
uncondi�onal unless there are significant financing components, when they are recognised 
at fair value. The company holds the trade receivables with the objec�ve to collect 
contractual cash flows and therefore measures them subsequently at amor�sed cost using 
the effec�ve interest method, less loss allowance.

 (I) Inventories

  Inventories are stated at lower of costs and net realizable value. Cost of inventories comprises 
cost of purchase determined on weighted average basis. Cost of work-in-progress and 
finished goods comprises of direct materials, direct labour and all manufacturing overheads. 
Cost of inventories also include all other costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their 
present loca�on and condi�on. Costs of purchased inventory are determined a�er deduc�ng 
rebates and discounts. Net realizable value is the es�mated selling price in the ordinary 
course of business less the es�mated costs of comple�on and the es�mated costs necessary 
to make the sale.

 (j) Cash and cash equivalents

  For the purpose of presenta�on in the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents 
includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with financial ins�tu�ons, other short-term, 
highly liquid investments with original maturi�es of three months or less that are readily 
conver�ble to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of 
changes in value. 

 (k) Trade and other payables

  These amounts represent liabili�es for goods and services provided to the Company prior to 
the end of financial year which are unpaid. Trade and other payables are unsecured and are 
presented as current liabili�es unless payment is not due within twelve months determined 
by the Company a�er the repor�ng period. They are recognized ini�ally at their fair value and 
subsequently measured at amor�zed cost using the effec�ve interest method.

 (l) Provisions and con�ngent liabili�es

  Provisions are recognized when the Company has a present legal or construc�ve obliga�on as 
a result of a past events, it is probable that an ou�low of resources will be required to se�le 
the obliga�ons, and a reliable es�mate of the amount of the obliga�on can be made. 
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Provisions are determined based on the best es�mate required to se�le the obliga�on at the 
Balance Sheet date. Provisions are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date and adjusted to 
reflect current best es�mates. Provisions are not recognized for future opera�ng losses. If the 
effect of the �me value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre-
tax rate that reflects, when appropriate, the risks specific to the liability. When discoun�ng is 
used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of �me is recognised as interest 
expense.

  Con�ngent liabili�es are disclosed by way of a note to the financial statements when there is 
a possible obliga�on arising from past events, the existence of which will be confirmed only 
by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly 
within the control of the Company or a present obliga�on that arises from past events where 
it is either not probable that an ou�low of resources will be required to se�le or a reliable 
es�mate of the amount cannot be made.

 (m) Employee Benefits

  Liabili�es for wages and salaries, including non-monetary benefits that are expected to be 
se�led wholly within 12 months a�er the end of the period in which the employees render 
the related service are recognized in respect of employees' services up to the end of the 
repor�ng period and are measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liabili�es 
are se�led. The liabili�es are presented as current employee benefit obliga�ons in the 
balance sheet.

  Company has liabili�es for earned and sick leaves that are not expected to be se�led wholly 
within 12 months a�er the end of the period in which the employees render the related 
services. But the Company does not have an uncondi�onal right to defer se�lement for any of 
these obliga�ons, hence the en�re amount of provision is presented as short-term 
obliga�on.

  The liabili�es for service awards are not expected to be se�led wholly within 12 months a�er 
the end of the period in which the employees render the related service. They are therefore 
measured as the present value of expected future payments to be made in respect of services 
provided by employees up to the end of the repor�ng period using the projected unit credit 
method. The benefits are discounted using the market yields at the end of the repor�ng 
period that have terms approxima�ng to the terms of the related obliga�on. 
Remeasurements as a result of experience adjustments and changes in actuarial 
assump�ons are recognized in profit or loss. 

  Other Post-employment obliga�ons

  The Company operates the following post-employment schemes: 

  (a) Defined benefit plan – gratuity and cash rewards at re�rement

  (b) Defined contribu�on plans – superannua�on fund and provident fund

 (a) Defined benefit plans - Gratuity and cash rewards at re�rement

  The liability or asset recognised in the balance sheet in respect of defined benefit gratuity 
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plans is the present value of the defined benefit obliga�on at the end of the repor�ng period 
less the fair value of plan assets. The defined benefit obliga�on is calculated annually by 
actuaries using the projected unit credit method.

  The Company provides for gratuity, a defined benefit plan (the “Gratuity Plan”) covering 
eligible employees in accordance with the Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972. The Gratuity Plan 
provides a lump sum payment to vested employees at re�rement, death or termina�on of 
employment, of an amount based on the respec�ve employee’s salary and the tenure of 
employment. This plan is funded.

  The Company also has ‘Cash reward at re�rement’ plan which provides a payment of Rs. 
2,500 for each year of service rendered at the �me of normal re�rement. This plan is 
unfunded.

  The liability or asset recognized in the balance sheet in respect of defined benefit plans is the 
present value of the defined benefit obliga�on at the end of the repor�ng period less the fair 
value of plan assets (as applicable). The defined benefit obliga�on is calculated annually by 
actuaries using the projected unit credit method.

  The present value of the defined benefit obliga�on is determined by discoun�ng the 
es�mated future cash ou�lows by reference to market yields at the end of the repor�ng 
period on government bonds that have terms approxima�ng to the terms of the related 
obliga�on. 

  The net interest cost is calculated by applying the discount rate to the net balance of the 
defined benefit obliga�on and the fair value of plan assets. This cost is included in employee 
benefit expense in the statement of profit and loss.

  Remeasurement gains and losses arising from experience adjustments and changes in 
actuarial assump�ons are recognized in the period in which they occur, directly in other 
comprehensive income. They are included in retained earnings in the statement of changes in 
equity and in the balance sheet.

  Changes in the present value of the defined benefit obliga�on resul�ng from plan 
amendments or curtailments are recognized immediately in profit or loss as past service cost.

 (b) Defined contribu�on Plans – Superannua�on Fund, Provident Fund and Na�onal Pension 
Scheme (NPS)

  The Company contributes on a defined contribu�on basis to Employees’ Provident Fund, 
Na�onal Pension Scheme and Superannua�on Fund. The contribu�on towards Provident 
Fund is made to regulatory authori�es and contribu�on towards Superannua�on Fund and 
Na�onal Pension Scheme is made to Life Insurance Corpora�on of India. Such benefits are 
classified as defined contribu�on plans as the Company does not carry any further 
obliga�ons, apart from the contribu�ons made on a monthly basis. Contribu�ons are 
recognized as employee benefit expense when they are due. 

 Termina�on benefits

  Termina�on benefits are payable when employment is terminated by the company before 
the normal re�rement date, or when an employer accepts voluntary redundancy in exchange 
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for these benefits. The company recognizes termina�on benefits in the Statement of Profit 
and Loss in the year as an expense as and when incurred.

 Other accoun�ng policies:

 (a) Segment Repor�ng

  Opera�ng segments are reported in a manner consistent with the internal repor�ng provided 
to the chief opera�ng decision maker. The chief opera�ng decision maker is the Company’s 
Managing Director. Refer note 36 for segment informa�on presented.

 (b) Rental Income

  Rental income arising from opera�ng leases on proper�es is accounted for on a straight-line 
basis over the lease terms and is included in other income in the statement of profit and loss.

 (c) Interest income

  Interest income is accrued on �me basis, by reference to the principal outstanding and at the 
effec�ve interest rate applicable, which is the rate that exactly discounts es�mated future 
cash receipts through the expected life of the financial asset to that asset’s net carrying 
amount on ini�al recogni�on.

 (d) Sale of Raw materials and scrap (Other opera�ng Revenue)

  Revenue from sale of raw material and scrap is recognised at point in �me when control is 
transferred to the customer - based on delivery terms, payment terms, customer acceptance.

 (e) Foreign currency transla�on

  (i)  Func�onal and presenta�on currency

   Items included in the financial statements of the Company are measured using the 
currency of the primary economic environment in which the en�ty operates (`the 
func�onal currency'). The financial statements are presented in Indian rupee (INR), 
which is the Company’s func�onal and presenta�on currency.

  (ii)  Transac�ons and balances

   Foreign currency transac�ons are translated into the func�onal currency using the 
exchange rates at the dates of the transac�ons. Foreign exchange gains and losses 
resul�ng from the se�lement of such transac�ons and from the transla�on of monetary 
assets and liabili�es denominated in foreign currencies at year end exchange rates are 
recognized in profit or loss.

   Non-monetary items that are measured at fair value in a foreign currency are translated 
using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value was determined. Transla�on 
differences on assets and liabili�es carried at fair value are reported as part of the fair 
value gain or loss. For example, transla�on differences on non-monetary assets and 
liabili�es such as equity instruments held at fair value through profit or loss are 
recognised in profit or loss as part of the fair value gain or loss and transla�on differences 
on non-monetary assets such as equity investments classified as FVOCI are recognised in 
other comprehensive income. 



   Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency 
are translated using the exchange rates at the dates of the ini�al transac�ons.

 (f) Other Financial Liabili�es

  Other Financial liabili�es are measured at amor�sed cost using effec�ve interest rate 
method.

 (g) Leases

  As a Lessee: 

  Leases are recognised as a Right of use asset and a corresponding liability at the date at which 
the leased asset is available for use by the Company. Each lease payment is allocated between 
the principal (liability) and finance cost. The finance cost is charged to the Statement of Profit 
and Loss over the lease period so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the 
remaining balance of the liability for each period. 

  Assets and liabili�es arising from a lease are ini�ally measured on a present value basis. Lease 
liabili�es include the net present value of the fixed payments (including in-substance fixed 
payments), less any lease incen�ves receivable. 

  Lease payments to be made under reasonably certain extension op�ons are also included in 
the measurement of the liability. The lease payments are discounted using the interest rate 
implicit in the lease. If that rate cannot be readily determined, the lessee’s incremental 
borrowing rate is used, being the rate that the lessee would have to pay to borrow the funds 
necessary to obtain an asset of similar value in a similar economic environment with similar 
terms and condi�ons. 

  Right of use assets are measured at cost comprising the following: 

  • the amount of the ini�al measurement of lease liability 

  • any lease payments made at or before the commencement date less any lease incen�ves 
received 

  • any ini�al direct costs, and 

  •  restora�on costs. 

  Right of use asset is depreciated over the shorter of the asset's useful life and the lease term 
on a straight-line basis. If the Company is reasonably certain to exercise a purchase op�on, 
the Right of use asset is depreciated over the underlying asset's useful life.

  Extension and termina�on op�ons are included in a number of property and equipment 
leases across the company. These terms are used to maximise opera�onal flexibility in terms 
of managing contracts. The majority of extension and termina�on op�ons held are 
exercisable only by the company and not by the respec�ve lessor.

  Payments associated with short-term leases and leases of low-value assets are recognised on 
a straight-line basis as an expense in the Statement of Profit and Loss. Short-term leases are 
leases with a lease term of 12 months or less. Low value assets mainly comprise small items of 
office equipment.
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  As a lessor

  Lease income from opera�ng leases where the company is a lessor is recognized in income on 
a straight-line basis over the lease term unless the receipts are structured to increase in line 
with expected general infla�on to compensate for the expected infla�onary cost increases. 
The respec�ve leased assets are included in the balance sheet on their nature.

 (h) Impairment of assets

  Goodwill is not subject to amor�za�on and is tested annually for impairment, or more 
frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that they might be impaired. 
Property, Plant and Equipment and Intangible assets are tested for impairment whenever 
events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be 
recoverable. An impairment loss is recognized for the amount by which the asset’s carrying 
amounts exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is higher of an asset’s fair 
value less costs of disposal and value in use. For the purpose of assessing impairment, assets 
are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are separately iden�fiable cash inflows which 
are largely independent of the cash inflows from other assets or group of assets (cash-
genera�ng units). Non-financial assets other than goodwill that suffered an impairment are 
reviewed for possible reversal of the impairment at the end of each repor�ng period.

 (i) Offse�ng financial instruments

  Financial assets and liabili�es are offset and the net amount is reported in the balance sheet 
where there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognized amounts and there is an 
inten�on to se�le on a net basis or realize the asset and se�le the liability simultaneously. The 
legally enforceable right must not be con�ngent on future events and must be enforceable in 
the normal course of business and in the event of default, insolvency or bankruptcy of the 
Company or the counterparty.

 (j) Contributed equity

  Equity shares are classified as equity. Incremental costs directly a�ributable to the issue of 
new shares are shown in equity as a deduc�on, net of tax, from the proceeds.

 (k) Dividends

  Provision is made for the amount of any dividend declared, being appropriately authorized 
and no longer at the discre�on of the en�ty, on or before the end of the repor�ng period but 
not distributed at the end of the repor�ng period. As per the corporate laws in India, a 
distribu�on is authorised when it is approved by the shareholders. A corresponding amount 
is recognised directly in equity.

 (l) Earnings per share

  (i) Basic earnings per share

   Basic earnings per share is calculated by dividing the profit a�ributable to owners of the 
Company by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the 
financial year. 
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  (ii) Diluted earnings per share

   Diluted earnings per share adjusts the figures used in the determina�on of basic 
earnings per share to take into account:

  • the a�er income tax effect of interest and other financing costs associated with dilu�ve 
poten�al equity shares, and

  • the weighted average number of addi�onal equity shares that would have been 
outstanding assuming the conversion of all dilu�ve poten�al equity shares. 

 (m) Excep�onal items:

  When the items of income and expense within profit or loss from ordinary ac�vi�es are of 
such size, nature or incidence that their disclosure is relevant to explain the performance of 
the Company for the period, the nature and amount of such items are disclosed separately as 
excep�onal item by the Company.

 (n) Rounding off of amounts:

  All amounts disclosed in the financial statements and notes have been rounded off to the 
nearest lakhs as per the requirement of Schedule III, unless otherwise stated.

2.  Cri�cal es�mates and judgements

 The prepara�on of financial statements requires the use of accoun�ng es�mates which, by 
defini�on, will seldom equal the actual results. Management also needs to exercise judgement in 
applying the Company's accoun�ng policies. This note provides an overview of the areas that 
involved a higher degree of judgement or complexity, and of items which are more likely to be 
materially adjusted due to es�mates and assump�ons turning out to be different than those 
originally assessed.

 In the process of applying the Company's accoun�ng policies, management has made the 
following cri�cal es�mates and judgements, which have the most significant effect on the amounts 
recognized in the financial statements:

 i. Useful lives of property, plant and equipment and intangible assets

  The Company reviews the useful lives of property, plant and equipment and intangible assets 
at the end of each repor�ng period. This reassessment may result in change in deprecia�on 
and amor�sa�on expense in future periods.

 ii. Defined benefit obliga�ons

  The cost of the defined benefit gratuity plan and the present value of the gratuity obliga�ons 
are determined using actuarial valua�ons. An actuarial valua�on involves making various 
assump�ons that may differ from actual developments in the future. These include the 
determina�on of the discount rate, future salary increases and mortality rates. Due to the 
complexi�es involved in the valua�on and its long-term nature, a defined benefit obliga�on is 
highly sensi�ve to changes in these assump�ons. All assump�ons are reviewed at each 
repor�ng date. The parameter which is most subject to change is the discount rate. In 
determining the appropriate discount rate for plans operated in India, the management 
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considers the interest rates of government bonds. The mortality rate is based on Indian 
Assured Lives Mortality (IALM) (2006-08) (modified) Ul�mate. Those mortality tables tend to 
change only at interval in response to demographic changes. Future salary increases and 
gratuity increases are based on expected future infla�on rates. For further details about 
gratuity obliga�ons are given in notes 21 and 22.

 iii. Expected Credit Loss: 

  Trade receivables do not carry interest and are stated at their normal value as reduced by 
appropriate allowances for es�mated irrecoverable amounts. Individual trade receivables 
are wri�en off when management deems them not collectable. Impairment is made on the 
expected credit loss model, which is the present value of the cash shor�all over the expected 
life of the financial assets.  The impairment provisions for financial assets are based on 
assump�on about the risk of default and expected loss rates. Judgement in making these 
assump�on and selec�ng the inputs to the impairment calcula�on are based on past history, 
exis�ng market condi�on as well as forward looking es�mates at the end of each repor�ng 
period.

 iv. Deferred tax assets: 

  A deferred tax asset is recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will 
be available against which the deduc�ble temporary differences and tax losses can be 
u�lised. Accordingly, the company exercises its judgement to reassess the carrying amount of 
deferred tax assets at the end of each repor�ng period. Refer note 15 for details of deferred 
tax as at year end.

 v. Legal con�ngencies

  The Company has received various orders and no�ces from tax and regulatory authori�es. 
The outcome of these ma�ers may have a material effect on financial posi�on and results of 
opera�ons of cash flows. Management regularly analyzes current informa�on about these 
ma�ers and provides provisions for probable con�ngent losses including the es�mate of legal 
expenses to resolve the ma�ers. In making the decisions regarding the need for loss 
provisions, management considers the degree of probability of an unfavorable outcome and 
the ability to make a sufficiency reliable es�mate of the amount of loss. The filing of suit or 
formal asser�on of a claim against the Company or the disclosure of any such suit or 
asser�ons, does not automa�cally indicate that a provision of a loss may be appropriate. 
Refer note 35 for details of con�ngent liabili�es as at year end.

 vi. Segment repor�ng

  Ind-AS 108 Opera�ng Segments requires management to determine the reportable 
segments for the purpose of disclosure in financial statements based on the internal 
repor�ng reviewed by Chief Opera�ng Decision Maker (CODM) to assess performance and 
allocate resources. The standard also requires management to make judgements with 
respect to aggrega�on of certain opera�ng segments into one or more reportable segment.

  The Company has determined that the Chief Opera�ng Decision Maker (CODM) is the 
Company’s Managing Director, based on its internal repor�ng structure and func�ons. 
Opera�ng segments used to present segment informa�on are iden�fied based on the 
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internal reports used and reviewed by the Managing Director to assess performance and 
allocate resources. Refer note 36 for further details of the opera�ng segments iden�fied.

 vii. Fair value of Investment Proper�es

  The fair value of land and building recognized under investment property is appraised each 
year by independent external valuer. The best evidence of fair value are current prices in an 
ac�ve market for similar investment property. In the absence of such informa�on, the 
company determines the amount within a range of reasonable fair value es�mates. The 
underlying assump�ons of these es�mates are explained in more detail in note 4.

 viii. Recent accoun�ng pronouncements

  Ministry of Corporate Affairs (“MCA”) no�fies new standards or amendments to the exis�ng 
standards under Companies (Indian Accoun�ng Standards) Rules as issued from �me to �me. 
For the year ended December 31, 2024, MCA has no�fied amendments to the leases standard 
(IND AS 116) for sale-and-leaseback transac�ons. The amendments impact how a seller-
lessee accounts for variable lease payments that arise in a sale-and-leaseback transac�on, in 
situa�ons, where some or all the lease payments are variable lease payments, in par�cular, 
where the variability does not relate to an index or a rate. This amendment does not have any 
material impact on the amounts recognized in the prior periods and are not expected to 
significantly affect the current or future periods.

To assess whether there is a significant 
increase in credit risk the Company compares the risk of a default occurring on the asset as at the repor�ng date with the 
risk of default as at the date of ini�al recogni�on. It considers available reasonable and suppor�ve forward-looking 
informa�on, for e.g. external credit ra�ng (to the extent available), actual or expected significant adverse changes in 
business, financial or economic condi�ons that are expected to cause a significant change to borrower's ability to meet 
its obliga�ons.         

 Trade receivables         

 Credit risk arises from the possibility that customer will not be able to se�le their obliga�ons as and when agreed. To 
manage this, the Company periodically assesses the financial reliability of customers, taking into account the financial 
condi�on, current economic trends, analysis of historical bad debts, ageing of accounts receivable and forward looking 
informa�on. Individual credit limits are set accordingly. General payment terms include advances and payments with a 
credit period ranging from 30 to 60 days. The Company has a detailed review mechanism of overdue customer 
receivables at various levels within the organisa�on. The company has used a prac�cal expedient by compu�ng the 
expected credit loss allowance for trade receivables based on provision matrix. The provision matrix takes into account 
historical credit loss experience and adjusted for forward looking informa�on.
